Although this meeting is open to the whole
community, only members can fake part in any
votes or decisions that are taken at this meeting.

Over the last few months the Trust has been
working in conjunction with East Tweeddale
Paths Group and the Forestry Commission to
look at the possibility of developing a network of
multi and single user trails in and around the
area.

A consultant was appointed by the Trust (funded
by the European Commission through
Walkerburn Innerleithen Partnership) to meet

with representatives of the main user groups
(walkers, cyclists and horse riders) and discuss
their specific requirements, in particular their
wish list if there were no restrictions or barriers of
any sortto consider.

The reportand maps are now complete and have
been based on the assumption that there were
no restrictions or barriers to be considered.
These will be on display at the Trust's AGM for
people to view and comment on.

It is important that we get an opinion from as
many people as possible before any decision is
made on how we progress with any suggestions
heldin the report.

August Wild Side

The weather has been extreme of late and the talk of hosepipe bans in the Borders is rife once

again and certainly the Tweed is pretty low.

A couple of years ago we had early leaf fall due to
the dry weather and | do wonder whether this will
happen again this year, as we've had extremely
hot dry weather. Fruits and seeds are ripening
fast, and no doubt farmers are looking forward to
a good harvest as golden swathes appear
amongst the barley.

But the weather's done wonders for my
washload, and it was whilst fetching in the last
line full the other night, as the dark came in, that |
noticed a relatively large bird flying over the
house. As it got closer the lack of any wing beat
noise and unmistakable silhouette gave the
game away - a tawny owl. With some unfortunate
small mammal in its talons, it flew on, probably
with a family to feed somewhere nearby.

Back out in the garden, feeling very chuffed to
have seen the owl, | surveyed the nearby fields
hoping to see deer. They have been frequent
visitors lately particularly in the barley fields.
Along the far side of the neighbouring field came
a white silhouette, which then turned and flew
straight towards me. This time | was treated to a
barn owl working the field for small mammals.
With wings outstretched, it looks quite a size but |
know they too are not particularly large birds. It
came in to land with talons outstretched and

‘disappeared from sight behind the long grass

and scrub, hopefully having found its prey. | had
such a wonderful view, albeit brief, of a bird
apparently becoming quite rare in Britain due to
there being less suitable nesting sites. I've seen
them near Cardrona but only sitting on fence
posts, never in flight, and this made it obvious
why they are our most beautiful owl and why they
giverise to stories of ghosts.

Inthe garden, house sparrows have taken over,
with at least three extended families. These
sociable wee birds love the communal dust
baths, chirp and chatter endlessly, and gangs
patrol the lawn searching for grass seeds. They
seem to eat just about anything and everything.
Whatever the weather there's lots to see, outand
about or near to home, so when you're on your
sun-lounger with your factor 25, take some time
just watching the world go by, and make the most
of the rest of the summer.

Some Useful Advice for Drivers

The following story actually happened to someone’s 19 year-old daughter Lauren while she was
in college. It has been confirmed by the Devon police and contains a very useful piece of advice
for all drivers but particularly for female drivers.

This story takes place over the Christmas/New
Year's holiday break. It was the Saturday before
New Year and it was about 1pm in the afternoon,
and Lauren was driving to visit a friend, when an
UNMARKED police car pulled up behind her and
put its lights on. Lauren's parents have four
children of various ages and have always told
them never to pull over for an unmarked car on
the side of the road, but rather wait until they get
to a service station, etc. Lauren remembered her
parents' advice and telephoned 112 from her
mobile phone, this connected her to the police
dispatcher. She told the dispatcher that there
was an unmarked police car with a flashing red
light on his rooftop behind her and that she would
not pull over right away but would wait until she
was in a service station or busy area. The
dispatcher checked to see if there was a police
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car where she was. There wasn't he proceeded
to tell her to keep driving, remain calm and that
he had backup already on the way. Ten minutes
later 4 police cars surrounded her and the
unmarked car behind her. One policeman went
to her side and the others surrounded the car
behind. They pulled the guy from the car and
tackled him to the ground the man was a
convicted rapist and wanted for other crimes.

For a woman alone in a car, you do not have to
pull over for an UNMARKED car. Apparently
police have to respect your right to keep going to
a"safe" place. You obviously need to make some
signal that you acknowledge them (i.e., Put on
your hazard lights) or call 112like Lauren did. It's
been said that this number works in the UK from
amobile.

Walkerburn Community Council Report

Open questions - Q. What consideration is
there to parkingin the plans for ahouse in the site
of next to 110 Tweedholm Avenue, and would
plans keep the front of the new house in line with
the existing houses? A It was agreed that this
would be discussed at the planning section of the
meeting and the questioner would be able to ask
their questions then, once all members had had
the opportunity to look at the plans.

Police Business - No representative from the
police was present. WCC decided to write and
express their disappointment.

Matters arising - The roadworks to Tweedholm
Avenue have been completed and the repairs to
the pavement have been scheduled.

Thornilee planning applications - due to a legal
reason the planning applications houses for 2
dwellings and a house within Thornilee House
have been refused by SBC planning department.
The draft response from WCC to the letter from
Walkerburn School Board was circulated and
approved.

Community Council Special Project Fund - WCC
hoped to apply for funding to add to the existing
Christmas lights, however not all landowners
had been approached to ask their opinions. The
George is initially interested in helping out, but
more discussions as to what is involved need to
take place. The secretary had received a letter
from the company that supplied last years
decoration, saying that there were 2 extra
decorations in the same series available, costing
approximately £400 each. After discussing the
issue WCC agreed to apply for funding from the
Special Project fund and raise any matched
funding.

Planning Applications - Application for a
farmhouse at Glenmead had been received.
Outline planning permission for an additional
building had been given in 2003 and a section 75

had been signed by the applicants, which would
tie the new building with the existing cottage.
WCC did not object to the application.
Outline planning permission had been received
to build a house adjacent to 110 Tweedholm
Avenue East. After viewing the plans the WCC
decided they would need to visit the site after the
meeting.
Application from Holyhouse to put a velux
window as part of a bathroom extension in the
attic had been received. WCC agreed that as
long as all works met listed buildings consent
there would be no reason to object.
The extension to Mr Barbour's premises was
discussed and no objections raised.
Correspondence - WCC received a letter from
SNP outlining their polices asking for comments.
All members agreed that they should not
comment, as the Community Council is a non-
political organisation.
Summary cards for National Standards for
Community Engagement had been sent and
they were circulatedto all members.
David Parker the leader of the Council had sent
copies of the Community Plan and Corporate
Plan toWCC fortheir comments.
Final report for electoral reform was circulated
and as of 1st May there would be three
councillors for East Tweeddale elected by
proportional representation. There would no
longer be a dedicated councillor for Walkerburn
and Innerleithen.
